BASIC REQUIRMENTS 
 

1. All applicants must have a valid California driver’s license.  No exceptions! 
2. All applicants must have some sort of dependable transportation.  Jobs available 

through our hiring hall are located throughout San Mateo County.  You will be 
responsible for getting yourself to the jobsite location. 

3. All applicants must be able to read, write, and converse in English. 
4. All applicants should be in reasonable good health, with no handicaps or diseases that 

would impair their ability to perform the work of the trade or that would be hazardous to 
them or a fellow worker. 

5. All applicants must be eligible to work in the United States of America.  A birth certificate 
or U.S. Passport is required.  If applicable, you must possess the appropriate current 
legal authorization from the Immigration and Naturalization Service (I.N.S.).  No 
exceptions! 

6. All applicants must have a valid Social Security card.  No exceptions! 
7. Depending on the project or the contractor, applicants may be required to pass a pre-

employment and/or random drug test. 
8. We support an alcohol and drug free workplace and workforce. 

 
 

Prior to consideration for journey level membership, applicants must first provide at 
least seven years verifiable work experience in the pipe trades. 

 
 
 
 

INITIAL APPLICATION PROCEDURES FOR ALL APPLICANTS 
The following three steps must be completed for consideration: 

1. Complete and submit a UA Local 467 Provisional Membership Application. 
2. Submit a copy of the applicant’s current DMV driving record. 
3. Schedule an appointment with a representative for an interview. 

 
Once the above steps are completed, final instructions will be provided by one of our 
representatives.
